	The Greene County Redevelopment Authority is planning to build two (2) modular homes in Center Township. The attached survey, drafted by the Harshman CE Group, lays out three (3) separate .186-acre tracts.

Mr. McDaniel read from the following agenda.

The Board made a motion at the July 12, 2021 meeting to run the Rogersville School Townhouse project as a minor subdivision. The Board will need to make a motion granting or denying preliminary approval. 

Mr. McDaniel informed the Board that Harshman CE Group updated the site plan. The updated site plan provides setback lines and includes utility locations.  
Mr. Scull asked if Harshman CE Group changed the setback lines to twenty feet. 

Mr. McDaniel provided the Board with a copy of the previously approved setback lines that were recorded in the deed when the Redevelopment Authority first came through Planning. Harshman CE Group laid out the setback lines in accordance with what the Planning Commission approved on July 2, 2019. 
Mr. Kelly reiterated that the RDA was granted a modification, in respect to setback lines, when the project initially came through Planning in 2019. The Planning Staff did a site visit and the surveyors correctly laid out the setback lines as previously recorded. 
Mr. Goroncy explained that since the Rogersville School Townhouse project is a minor subdivision, the RDA will have to follow the procedures that are set in place.

Mr. McDaniel informed the Board that the RDA needs to provide the remaining documentation to the Greene County Planning Department.
Mr. Goroncy questioned what an Application Mailer/ Public Mailer was. The question was in reference to the agenda item shown as Conservation District/ PADEP.

Mr. McDaniel responded that Act 537 requires sewage facility planning, therefore, paperwork needs sent to PADEP to properly revise municipalities official plan.
Mr. Kelly mentioned that anytime property is split, sewage needs accounted for. In this case, the subdivision will utilize a public sewage system and PADEP needs to know the facility can handle the new capacity. 

The Board discussed sewage facilities in Greene County and Mr. Kelly informed the Board on how drainage is laid out for the Rogersville STP. 

Mr. Goroncy questioned why the RDA is only proposing two modular homes when the subdivision is laid out for three separate tracts. 
Mr. Kelly responded that two tracts will have modulars on them and the remaining tract will be limited due to the acreage. The remaining tract would only have enough as space for a single-family home or a townhome. 
Mr. Blaney made a motion to approve the project for preliminary approval and Ms. Gatrell seconded that motion. All were in favor and the motion was granted.

Mr. McDaniel read from the following agenda.

Mr. McDaniel informed the Board that when the initial plan was dropped off, only a twenty-foot right-of-way existed and information regarding site control was incorrect. Those problems have since been corrected and a fifty-foot right-of-way is proposed.

Mr. Kelly mentioned that the initial plan was only half an acre and they have since revised that to over an acre. 
Mr. McDaniel referred to ConnectExplorer imagery and provided the Board with a visual of the property. The ROW proposed will extend off an existing driveway.

Mr. Kelly reiterated that if a lot size is under one acre, the PADEP approval process takes longer than a proposed lot at-or-above one acre. Mr. Kelly explained issues that exist between traditional and alternative sewage systems.
Mr. Kelly asked the Board to think about how they would like handle ownership in relation to lot splits. Mr. Kelly asked what should trigger a review by the Board, the current owners second lot split or the original parcels second lot split.
Mr. Stratton made a motion to run the project as a lot split oppose to a minor subdivision and Ms. Gatrell seconded that motion. All were in favor and the motion was granted.
