Mr. McDaniel read from the following agenda.

Mr. Sokol expressed concern regarding the proposed lot split/consolidation plan.  He explained that when someone looks at this 20 years from now they should be able to clearly understand the proposed lot splits intent. 

Mr. Sokol offered suggestions from line weight to specific wording that would help “clean up” the subdivision plan.  

Mr. Nicholson asked about the “Right of Way” lines.  Mr. Fore explained that they were for the public roads.   Mr. Sokol also explained that a stormwater right of way exists.  

Mr. Kelly asked for clarification on what lots are being combined and split.  

Mr. Fore explained that three parcels in whole and a portion of another parcel will make up the proposed new area.  
Mr. Sokol explained that the residual tract would not have to have a deed to show that parcel but the new lot being created would have to have a deed provided in order approve.  

Ms. Gatrell asked if the land development was solid as far as future expansion or if there were any more space needed.  Mr. Fore explained that the plan is solid and will not be changing.  

Discussion took place amongst the Board regarding minimum requirements. 
Mr. Sokol made a motion for Plan Acceptance and Conditional Preliminary Approval, seconded by Ms. Gatrell, all were in favor.  Motion passed.
Mr. Sokol made a motion to consider the subdivision as a lot split, seconded by Mr. Nicholson, all were in favor.  Motion passed.

a. Luminous Keystone Renewables

Mr. Kelly explained that the office had a meeting with Peter O’Brian, from Luminous Keystone Renewables.  They have located and secured property in the Monongahela Township area for purposes of a solar farm.  The farm is close to 300 acres.  They will be leasing the property for 30 years and are planning to have a mixed-use area.  They will have a farmed area along with local pollinators and will work with Waynesburg University and local schools to provide a learning environment.  
They want to meet sometime late October/ early November to explain their project completely.  

b. Wisecarver Kayak Launch

Mr. McDaniel explained that the county submitted an RFQ.  Four engineers submitted proposals.  A group of individuals independently graded the submittals and two were chosen for an interview.  Out of the interview one was chosen to design and implement the kayak launch.  

c. Tax Assessment

Mr. Kelly handed out a Tax Assessment worksheet with data compiled from the 2006 to 2021 data for the County.  Discussion amongst the members was had regarding taxes.
