Mr. Kelly explained that the Gatts Woods products that was previously approved may be submitting for a modification to their plan.  Once the plan was approved the developer believes that the space may not be big enough for his equipment to move about the property.  He and the engineer, Rich Rush, may be resubmitting for an enlarged footprint.  This may kick it into a different review with the PA DEP.  This may require a NPDES permit through the county Conservation District.   No action at this time is required.

	It is the intent of this proposal to construct a new compressor shelter building, now belonging to CNX Midstream Partners, LP, established in the parcel 22-03-0148.

Mr. Kelly introduced Mr. Kinter, representing the project.  
Mr. Kinter explained that the CNX Buckland Station would like to expand the foot print of their building that was previously approved.  The original building that was approved was 11, 334 square feet and the expansion is an additional 17,285 square feet.  The site was approved by the PA DEP prior to construction and stormwater on the site was also approved.  Mr. Kinter explained that the additional building space does not affect the stormwater or ESCGP 3 permit that is on the site.  The building will be used to house more compressor engines.
Mr. Stratton asked why they were expanding.

Mr. Kinter explained that as the wells in the area age they naturally have less pressure.  They need to add compressor engines to make up for the natural decrease in well head pressure.  

Mr. Goroncy asked for clarification on the site design in that there are no additional changes outside of the building foot print.   Mr. Kinter confirmed. 

Ms. Mooney asked if the site was approved in October 2020 for stormwater and ESCGP 3 permits, Mr. Kinter confirmed.  Ms. Mooney then asked if they replaced the gravel pad at a CN 89 with an impervious building at CN 98.  Mr. Kinter explained that he believes that PA DEP requires them to consider any gravel pad that has the opportunity to be driven on as a CN 98.  

Mr. Goroncy asked if this building was going to have any sound walls.  Mr. Kinter explained that they did not have any plans for sound walls on this site.  

Mr. Stratton made a motion for an approval of the update to the plan, seconded by Ms. Mooney, all were in favor.  Motion passed.

I. OLD BUSINESS
a. Wisecarver Kayak Launch

Mr. Kelly explained that the Wisecarver Kayak Launch is still moving forward.  The engineers for the site are working on a cost estimate which includes moving the site to a new location further away from the dam.   
Discussion from the board regarding the future site plans for the Wisecarver plan occurred. 
b. Review perimeters
Mr. Kelly noted that the review perimeters was not discussed with the County Commissioners yet.  A meeting will be scheduled in the new year. 

c. Greene County Solid Waste Management Plan 

Mr. Kelly noted that the County Solid Waste Management Plan will need a committee of about 20 individuals.  Nestor Resources will be performing the tasks of pulling together the plan.  They would like to have a meeting in the middle of December.  Mr. Kelly explained that he doesn’t think that it will happen due to scheduling conflicts, etc.  
d. Emberclear, Dunkard Township

Mr. Kelly explained that the project is still moving forward.  Some discussion from the GCPC regarding location of property and uses.  Mr. Kelly noted that they are working on the environmental review of the site and those results are pending. 
e. Dunkard Township Zoning 

Mr. Kelly noted that the Dunkard Township zoning has been stalled a bit.  He wasn’t sure what the plans are moving forward after a largely attended public meeting.  

f. Luminous Power

Some discussion for the future plans for Solar Development occurred.  

II. NEW BUSINESS
a. 2022 Planning Commission Dates

Mr. Stratton made the motion to approve the 2022 meeting dates, Mr. Cumberledge seconded the motion, all were in favor and the motion passed. 
b. Iron Senergy: Market Study 

The Commission had a lengthy discussion regarding the Market Study.   The Market study was completed by Iron Senergy through a private consulting firm.  
c. Planning Associate Position 

Mr. Kelly noted that the Planning Associate position is still open and they are talking with an individual that is still in college.  She is in her last semester and is interested in reviewing the job description.  

d. SPC Work Group #5

Mr. Kelly explained that there is very little “extra” money for projects.  A chart was handed out showing the financial restraints of the Transportation Improvement Program.  Discussion was had about the projects that are continuing to move forward, while others that are stalled.
