Mr. Kelly explained that a similar plan was submitted for review in 2020, but no other paperwork was submitted.  Mr. Salai from Wind Ridge Engineering then submitted the latest copy of the survey.  
Mr. Kelly noted that there were two already created lots.  He traced them back to the early 60’s, however at that time there were no requirements for the 50’ right-of-way.  Mr. Kelly pointed out section 305 B of the SALDO that states: “In the event that the lot or parcel created from the original parcel is proposed for conveyance only from one landowner to a landowner adjoining the parcel to be conveyed and is not buildable, frontage on a public street shall not be required.  Deed of incorporation is provided/or other language/or as directed by the planning director.”  He noted that if the planning commission would like to move forward with the proposed plan language would need to be placed in the deed and on the plat restricting the buildability of the lots not meeting those requirements. 

A discussion was had about the creation of a 25’ easement onto parcel D making a 45’ easement instead of a 50’.  It was also noted that parcel C was restricted to a 20’ existing easement and didn’t meet the requirement.  After much discussion it was decided to ask for the 50’ easement to satisfy the SALDO and not hold up future development.  
Mr. Sokol asked if the 25’ setback along the public road should be carried through the easement and included on the plan.  Mr. Kelly wasn’t sure and will look into it.  Mr. Sokol asked what sewage components would be completed for the project and assumed it was NBW.  
Mr. Sokol made a motion for Conditional Preliminary Approval, seconded by Mr. Blaney providing proof of a 50’ easement from the public route to Parcel d and f or an alternative easement.  All were in favor and Conditional Preliminary Approval was granted.

Mr. Kelly explained that the numbers for the Wisecarver Kayak launch came in a little higher than expected and the project is on hold until the parking lot is finished at the softball field.
