Jeremy gave a little back round on how Jimmy Smith was a previous board member of GCPC. He explained that each individual building is responsible for their own stormwater. Years before Jeremy became the Planning Director, they constructed these building and did not meet the requirement for stormwater. Jeremy explained that the neighboring property owner Mr. Konkus tried to fix this problem on his own. In the aftermath then came to the County. Jeremy asked the board if the building would be considered a warehouse and gave reason on why it would fit in this category. The parking spaces that are already existing will still be enough. 

Windridge Engineering will review the stormwater plans.  Mike Salai has been to the location and will find out where the water goes. As long as they have a slow water movement back out of the channels it will be satisfactory.
