· Jeremy began a conversation regarding the storm water management for the site, noting how there is a currently existing underground storage system in place, but that with the new addition a pond is being added as well. 
· Jeremy also discussed the extension of impervious are from added gravel to the site, and how this may impact the size of the drainage pond
· A broader discussion was held regarding the uncertainty of where water drains on the site
· Jeremy notes that due to the application for a NPDES permit, the PADEP and conservation district have enforcement power over aspects of the plan
A motion for Final Conditional Approval, on the condition of the completion of the storm water review was made by Greta Mooney and seconded by Larry Stratton. Unanimously in favor.

· A Mr. Kelly was present at the meeting to represent Fox Ford
· Jeremy noted that Waynesburg Borough has their own storm water regulations, necessitating a meeting with the borough regarding this project, but also noted that this structure is being built on a pre-exiting concrete pad, and as a result would not increase the amount of storm water. As a result, the only issue regarding storm water was locating it’s run off location
· Jeremy noted that this is not the first time that this project has come through the Planning Commission before, and put the question of both storm water management and the Conservation district and PADEP up to board recommendation, given that the project is being built on pre-existing concrete and will need to adhere to Waynesburg Borough’s storm water requirements, and that a number of other categories including electric, water, sewage etc. are all currently existing.
· Greta begins a discussion regarding the effects to traffic flow on the lot, and Jeremy noted that this would be discussed with the Borough 
· A conversation was held regarding whether the reject needs to go through an NES plan. Jeremy noted the dimension requirements for the NES plan, as well as discussing that various controls needed to be put in place regardless. It is discussed that the plans would be sent to the Conservation District for observation. Mr. Kelly (representing Fox Ford) noted some of the planned controls for the site
· A group discussion occurred regarding potentially changing requirements to allow for a more streamlined process of approval for smaller projects. This discussion was tabled for a later meeting.
A motion for preliminary approval was made by Larry Stratton. And seconded by Jason Nicholson. The vote was unanimously in favor

· Scott and Jenifer Staggers where in attendance for the project. They introduced themselves and discussed the project in more detail. They discussed how the plan was to use the site for supply storage currently, with future plans to make it available to the public. 
· Jeremy explained that through the state and act 247 that if PENNDOT requires something be moved, an updated plan would need to go through the Planning Commission 
· Jeremy noted that storm water for the project was being reviewed by Ritch Rush, and that an ENS plan has been submitted to the board, and puts the question of whether the project needs to go through the conservation district to the board, or to follow precedent and notify the conservation district as noted in the prior project.
· A brief discussion was held regarding the need to get a Highway Occupancy permit to avoid potential future issues.
· A discussion was held regarding sewage management. Scott Staggers mentioned future plans to construct a sceptic system in the future, but temporarily using portable toilets. Discussions continued regarding the need for a sceptic field, and how close the project is to requiring an NPDES permit.
· George Scull left following the above discussion
· The board decides not to not to put the project through conservation, and was comfortable with the project including an aggregate gravel lot. Greta notes the potential need for a segment of the road being paved
A motion For Preliminary Approval was made by Brian Sokol and was seconded by Jim Goroncy, the vote was unanimously in favor
