MINUTES OF MORGAN TOWNSHIP
April 2, 2024

CALL TO ORDER: At 4:00 p.m. Jeff Sholtis, Chairman, called the regular monthly meeting of the Morgan Township Supervisors to order in the municipal office building located at 1019 Third Street Extension, Mather, Greene County, Pennsylvania. The meeting opened with the pledge to the flag. 

ROLL CALL: Supervisors Jeff Sholtis, Erik Mullen and Shirl Barnhart were present.  Also attending the meeting was Stacy Sholtis, George Scull, Gerald Bailey, Jordon Hill, David and Michelle Harshman, David Brichetti, Susan Nelson, Steve Lee, Code Officer Mark Gordon, Solicitor Dennis Makel and Secretary/Treasurer Relda Litten.

APPROVE MINUTES: A motion was made by Mr. Barnhart with a second from Mr. Mullen           to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2024 meeting and the motion carried. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS: Mr. Scull asked if the supervisors have been around to all the roads to see the flooding from the heavy rains.
Ms. Harshman stated three houses on First Street in Mather have yards full of garbage. She was given Complaint Forms to fill out.

REPORTS: Roadmaster:  Mr. Sholtis gave his report for the month.  The township has swept the streets of antiskid, did maintenance repairs on trucks and grader, cut berm on Third Street Extension in Mather and cut trees on upper Chartiers.  They have also painted lines on the road on Sixth Street in Mather to mark the site to change a culvert pipe as there is a major water issue. They have cleaned out the dugouts and cut weeds at Mather Park to get ready for ball season. The snow plows have been removed from the trucks, also.  Jeremy Kelly from the county stated the Reservoir has cat tails and rail road ties contaminating the water so it would be tough to get a grant to clean it up.  He suggested to let the county continue to file for grants and to contact Rich Cleveland for park projects. Stephanie from PennDOT has been out to look at repairing the streets in Mather as well. Trees have been removed on Homeville Road and ditch cleaning has been done on Country Club Road.  A culvert on Kennel Road has been replaced and on Beagle Club Road the ditches have been cleaned and pot holes repaired. The supervisors had a meeting with Lower Ten Mile to discuss them possibly taking over Dry Tavern Sewer. And bids were opened at the COG meeting last week for oil, aggregates and paving materials.
    
LEGAL:  Mr. Makel stated he has been attending hearings on property maintenance.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER:  Mr. Gordon stated he would like to get a map of Teagarden Homes to see if the neighbor of the King property has junk on it as well.
