 Meeting Minutes
June 4, 2024 
CALL TO ORDER:  At 5:30 PM, President Jeff Coneybeer called the meeting of the Jefferson Borough Council to order in the newly purchased borough building at 168 Washington Street, Jefferson, Greene County, Pennsylvania.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
ROLL CALL:  President Jeff Coneybeer, Vice-President Pam Phillips and Mayor Dale Harshman were present. Council members Lance Sahady (who entered the meeting at 6:15 p.m.), Jeffrey Coneybeer, Jr. and Joshua Forman were also present.  Also attending the meeting was Tax Collector Signa Coneybeer, Mickey Dikun, Tim Phillips, Tim Faddis, Steve Dulik, Mark Teagarden, Solicitor Dennis Makel and Secretary-Treasurer Relda Litten.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Coneybeer, Jr. and seconded by Mr. Forman to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2024 meeting and the motion carried with all in favor. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: Mr. Teagarden lives on Monongahela Street and has some overhanging branches on tress on his road and wondered if his road could be paved. A discussion was held on paving and what part of that road is in Jefferson Township.  

BILLS AND PAYROLL:  A motion to approve all salaries and bills for the month of June was made by Mr. Forman and seconded by Ms. Phillips and the motion carried.  
REPORTS: President:  Mr. Coneybeer spoke about the Memorial Day parade and wanted to thank all who participated in it.  It was a great success.
Mayor:  Ms. Harshman reported that he got lots of complements on the parade as well.
Legal:   None.
Code Enforcement Officer:  None  
COG:  It was reported that Floyd Smalley has high grass on his property.  There is an abandoned car on Pine Street council would like Mark to look at as well.
SPWA Rep:  Mr. Faddis updated council on water company projects. 
Mr. Coneybeer would like the borough to go in with Jefferson Township donating land to the water company to put in a municipal park and to help obtain grants.
Mr. Coneybeer also mentioned he would like the water company to give preference to people that went to Jefferson Morgan school when hiring workers.
A discussion was held on “employees at will” in regards to a personnel issue at the water company.  Basically, you can get rid of anyone unless you have an agreement with them.  
LTMJSA:  Mr. Forman mentioned that the GIS program has been helping the sewage company find manholes.  
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ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS AND LOT SPLITS:  None
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:   Street signs still need to be installed. 
The Dollar General curb still needs fixed.  There is approximately $3,500 in the Escrow Fund.

NEW BUSINESS: A discussion was held on renting out the social hall.  A motion was made by Mr. Forman, seconded by Mr. Coneybeer, Jr., to charge $125 of a hold check to make sure it is cleaned up after it is used, and $125 to rent out the hall but if you are a resident/tax payer in the borough you can rent the hall for $100 with a hold check for $100 and the motion carried with all in favor. Mr. Makel will prepare a rental agreement.

Mr. Coneybeer spoke about a complaint Mr. Harvey has about an open ditch by his property.  A motion was made by Mr. Coneybeer, Jr., seconded by Ms. Phillips to have Mickey Dikun put in a catch basin at a cost of $3,250 and the motion carried with all in favor.

Ms. Phillips spoke to Rich Cleveland of the county and he stated that several brewery companies in Washington County are interested in the church.  Pictures will be taken and sent to them.  
Mr. Coneybeer would like two members of council to take turns in cleaning the new building every month. Next month Mr. Forman and Mr. Harshman will do the cleaning for July.  
 A motion was made by Ms. Phillips, with a second from Mr. Coneybeer, Jr., to change the Zone for the whole borough to Village Center.  It is now Village Center down SR188 only.  The motion carried with all in favor.
A motion was made by Mr. Coneybeer, Jr., seconded by Mr. Coneybeer to have EJ Lingenfield, the boy who mows, to scrub down the outside of the social hall for $350 and the motion carried with all in favor.

It was decided to set aside Sunday, August 4, 2024, to have a community picnic at the social hall and invite the community.  There will be food, refreshments and games.  

A motion was made by Mr. Forman, seconded by Mr. Coneybeer, Jr. to have the part of Monongahela Street owned by the borough and the parking lot at the social hall paved at a cost not to exceed $15,000 and the motion carried with all in favor.

A quote was received from Fast Signs to put a sign in the front of the church at a cost of $954.  Also, Stewart Signs sent the borough a book of different signs they have as well.  Mr. Forman will look it over.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  None
ADJOURNMENT:  With nothing further to discuss, the meeting was continued to the call of the chair at 6:45 p.m. with a motion by Ms. Phillips and a second from Mr. Coneybeer, Jr. and the motion carried with all in favor.
