MINUTES

Meeting

December 5, 2023
CALL TO ORDER:  At 4:00 p.m. Jeff Sholtis, Chairman, called the regular monthly meeting of the Morgan Township Supervisors to order in the municipal office building located at 1019 Third Street Extension, Mather, Greene County, Pennsylvania.  The meeting opened with the pledge to the flag.

ROLL CALL: Supervisors Jeff Sholtis, Shirl Barnhart and James Gayman were present. APPROVE MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Gayman with a second from Mr. Barnhart             to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2023 and the motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Mr. Goughenour thanked the township for putting up the stop sign going out of town in Mather.
Ms. Kibler and Ms. Milliken asked why the stop sign was put there in the first place.  Supervisors stated that there were problems with speed in that area. Guard rails may be installed on the turn going out of Mather at a later time.
Mr. Saunders asked if the Supervisors could take it easy on his driveway when they plow snow this winter.
Mr. Lee had received a Code Enforcement violation notice about his three abandoned cars. He said he has been ill but is planning on working on them and getting them running and asked for more time.  

REPORTS:  Mr. Sholtis gave his report for the month. They have been cleaning leaves out of ditches with the blower, installed a stop sign, put the snow equipment on the trucks, have maintained the paver that is shared with Jefferson Township, installed Christmas lights for Jefferson Borough, and put a Watch Children sign on Eight Street in Mather at the request of a homeowner.
Legal:  Mr. Makel reported that he has been in court with the Code Officer dealing with citations filed.
Code Enforcement: Mr. Gordon gave his report for the month.  He has had five hearings with the court this month along with investigating complaints and doing follow up inspections.
