MINUTES-Meeting

October 3, 2023
CALL TO ORDER:  At 4:00 p.m. Jeff Sholtis, Chairman, called the regular monthly meeting of the Morgan Township Supervisors to order in the municipal office building located at 1019 Third Street Extension, Mather, Greene County, Pennsylvania.  The meeting opened with the pledge to the flag.

ROLL CALL: Supervisors Jeff Sholtis and James Gayman were present. Supervisor Shirl Barnhart was absent due to vacation.  Also attending the meeting was Jack Snyder, David Saunders, Randy Ball and son, Cheryl Chedester, George Scull, Josuah Dains, Susan Nelson, Tom Goughenour and Ken Frameli and Dave Brichetti representing Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority.  Code Enforcement Officer Mark Gordon, Solicitor Dennis Makel and Secretary/Treasurer Relda Litten were also in attendance.
APPROVE MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Gayman with a second from Mr. Sholtis to approve the minutes of the September 5, 2023 and the motion carried with all in favor.
PUBLIC COMMENTS: Mr. Snyder who live on Center School Road and Mr. Ball who lives on Ball Road would like to be included in the Act 537 Plan to have public sewage on their roads.  After a discussion on the matter, it was decided to have the Supervisors meet with Mr. Dengler, representing Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority on October 13, 2023 to discuss a grant for the project.

Mr. Saunders asked how the new Transient Retail Business Ordinance will be enforced.  It was stated to call the Supervisors.

Mr. Goughenour asked for a stop sign on First Street and Circle Street in Mather.
REPORTS:  Roadmasters: Mr. Sholtis gave the report for the month. Excavation work was done at the Serenity Park in Mather by the township workers and Myers Concrete.  One truck was sent to Cumberland Township to finish their oil and chipping for the year.  An open ditch on Circle Street in Mather was fixed, boom and side deck mowing were done, pot holes were repaired and the chain link fence at the playground in Mather that was damaged was replaced.  The bucket truck is still at the shop waiting to be repaired.  And help with the monthly Food Bank was completed as well.  A resident asked for “Watch Children” signs on Second Street in Mather, but some are already there.
