MINUTES

Meeting
 July 2, 2024
CALL TO ORDER:  At 4:00 p.m. Jeff Sholtis, Chairman, called the regular monthly meeting of the Morgan Township Supervisors to order in the municipal office building located at 1019 Third Street Extension, Mather, Greene County, Pennsylvania.  The meeting opened with the pledge to the flag.

ROLL CALL: Supervisors Jeff Sholtis, Shirl Barnhart and Erik Mullen were in attendance.  
Also attending the meeting were George Scull, Cheryl Chedester, David Saunders, Mitchell Ring, Susan Nelson, Solicitor Dennis Makel and Secretary/Treasurer Relda Litten.
APPROVE MINUTES:  A motion was made by Mr. Mullen with a second from Mr. Barnhart to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2024 meeting and the motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Ms. Nelson asked if the tax collector’s records have been audited yet.  Mr. Scull wanted to know about the sewage extension.  Mr. Barnhart stated LTMJSA is considering applying for a Pennvest loan to take the sewage up Chartiers Road and surcharge the residents.
REPORTS:  Mr. Sholtis gave the road report for the month.  The township has a web site now.  It is not finished, but has the Zoning Ordinance on it.  The web address is:  jmcog.org.
Stone has been delivered for oil and chip.  The roads being done are:  McIlvaines, Center Loop, Pyle, Green Grove and Pump Station.  Mowing has been done, downed trees and overhanging limbs have been removed, berm has been cut, cold patching has been done and the trucks are ready for oil and chipping.

LEGAL:  Mr. Makel has still been working on bonding roads. At the Yocobet hearing, progress has been made on the cleanup, so she has been given 90 more days to do more cleaning. He also will prepare a Zoning Ordinance to allow a zone for solar panels as well.
CODE OFFICER:  Mark Gordon is on vacation this week, but turned in his report.  He has issued one citation for high grass, been to court in the Yocobet case and has an upcoming Common Pleas Court hearing for the King case.
ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS AND LOT SPLITS: A motion was made by Mr. Barnhart, seconded by Mr. Mullen to adopt Resolution No. 01-24 for the renewal of the PennDOT five-year maintenance agreement and the motion carried with all in favor.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  It was noted that the Tax Collector’s records have finally been audited and there were no findings.
Mr. Sholtis has sent a letter to the Bureau of Abandoned Mines asking for help to apply for a waterline extension on Bacon Run and Green Grove. 
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NEW BUSINESS:  A motion was made by Mr. Mullen, seconded by Mr. Barnhart to look into purchasing a pickup truck for the township and the motion carried with all in favor.
BILLS AND PAYROLL:   A motion was made by Mr. Mullen and seconded by Mr. Barnhart to pay all the bills for the month of July and the motion carried with all in favor.
